Study on Parvovirus infection in dogs at PetCa-r Clinic, Thai Nguyen
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SUMMARY

The result of testing 728 disease dogs at the PetCa-t Veterinary Clinic, Thai Nguyen showed
that there were 316 dogs suffered from gastrointestinal diseases (43.41%), 128 dogs suffered
with the respiratory diseases (17.58%), 104 dogs suffered with the parasitic diseases (14.29%).
Among 316 gastrointestinal disease dogs, there were 203 dogs infected with Parvovirus
(64.24%). The rate of the exotic dogs infected with Parvovirus disease was higher (31.12%)
than that of the indigenous dogs (22.54%) and the hybrid dogs (27.88%). The Parvovirus
incidence of dog at 6 weeks to 3 months old was highest (37.50%), at over 6 months old was
the lowest (15.52%). The diseased dogs presented the typical symptoms, such as: fatigue,
moodiness, loss of appetite, fever accompanied by vomiting, diarrhea, bloody stools together
with significant lesions in the gastrointestinal tract and internal organs. The Parvovirus incidence
in dog was not depended on male or female.
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
