Danh gia vé ty 1é mic bénh ghé tai & méo do Otodectes cynotis cho
thdy khong co su khéac biét gitra méo duc (11,71%) va méo céi (14,29%). Tuy nhién, ty 1& nhiém ctia méo
& cac Ira tudi khac nhau thi c6 sy khac nhau, ty 16 méo ¢ Itra tudi tir 3-6 thang nhiém bénh 1a cao nhat
(33,33%), ké dén 1a meo trén 6 thang tudi dén 1 nam tudi (17,65%); ty 1¢ nhiém ciia méo & lira tudi tir
1 -2 nam tubi va trén 2 nam tudi lan luot 14 1,32% va 1,1% (khong cé su khac biét co y nghia). Str dung
Fronil Spot, Revolution, Oridermyl trong diéu tri bénh ghé tai do Otodectes cynotis giy ra & méo da thu
dugc ty 18 khoi 1én dén 82,05%.
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SUMMARY

This study was carried out at 2 veterinary clinics in Ha Noi City. Among 310 cats were brought to
Veterinary clinics for examining, there were 123 cats infected with external parasites, including 39 ear
scabies cases caused by Otodectes cynotis. Evaluation of ear scabies in cats caused by Otodectes
cynotis indicated that there was no difference on the infection rate between male cats (11.71%) and
female cats (14.29%). However, the infection rate of cats at different ages was different, the infection
rate of cats at 3-6 months old was 33.33%, over 6 months old to 1 year old was 17.65%; from 1-2
years old and over 2 years old was 1.32% and 1.1%, respectively. Using fronil spot, revolution, or
oridermyl to treat ear mange caused by Otodectes cynotis in cats obtained a cure rate of 82.05%.
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
