Ty 1¢ ché ndi nhiém san day 1a cao nhat (43,28%), tiép do l1a
ché lai (30,80%) va thap nhat 1a ché ngoai (9,45%); ty 18 chd ¢ 2 - 12 thang tudi nhiém san
day 1a cao nhat (44,29% - 45,58%), tiép theo 1a cho trén 12 thang tudi (34,76%) va thap
nhat 13 ch6 duéi 2 thang tudi (13,44%). O vu hé - thu, ty 1& ché nhidm san diy cao hon so
véi & vu dong - xuan (47,30% so véi 29,65%). Cho nudi tha rong co6 ty 1& nhiém san day
cao nhat (44,76%); tiép dén 1a ché nudi vira tha, vira nhét (37,92%); thap nhét 1a ché nudi
nhét hoan toan (30,37%). Ty 18 ché cai nhiém san ddy nhiéu hon so véi cho duc (39,84%
so v6i 34,43%). Ngudi nudi ché nén lya chon thube praziquantel dé tiy san day cho cho.

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SUMMARY

A total of 868 fecal samples of dogs at different ages in various communes and
wards of Thai Nguyen city were collected for determining the prevalence and intensity
of tapeworm infections. The tested results showed that the prevalence of tapeworm
infection in dogs across three communes and wards in Thai Nguyen city was 37.56%.
The infection rate of indigenous dogs was highest (43.28%), followed by hybrid dogs
(30.80%) and exotic dogs (9.45%). The infection rate of dogs at 2 to 12 months old
was highest (44.29% - 45.58%), followed by dogs over 12 months old (34.76%) and
dogs under 2 months old (13.44%). The infection rate of dogs during the summer -
autumn season was higher than in the winter — spring season (47.30% versus 29.65%).
The infection rate of free-range dogs was highest (44.76%), followed by semi-captive
dogs (37.92%), and full captive dogs (30.37%). The infection rate of female dogs was
higher than male dogs (39.44% versus 34.97%). Praziquantel is recommended to use
for deworming in dogs in these areas.
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
