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Some characteristics of tapeworm disease in dogs raised
in Thai Nguyen city, Thai Nguyen province
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SUMMARY

To identify some pathological and clinical characteristics of tapeworm infections in dogs raised in
Thai Nguyen city, Thai Nguyen province; we observed, monitored 326 dogs infected with tapeworms
and conducted autopsy with 32 dogs in three communes and wards of Thai Nguyen city. The tested
results showed that the dogs infected with tapeworms were often emaciated, anorexia and exhibited
digestive disorders, with proglottids presenting in their feces. Some dogs also showed neurological
symptoms. The prevalence of gross lesions ranged from 46.88% to 71.88%. The histopathological
changes in the digestive organs were notably evident. The infection dogs reduced red blood cell
count, hemoglobin levels, and hematocrit, while their white blood cell count increased. The proportion
of neutrophils decreased, whereas eosinophil and basophil proportions increased compared to that
of the healthy dogs.
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
