Trong 81 truong
hop ché dé khoé thi can thiép bang phiu thuat chiém ty 1& cao nhat (67,90%), can thiép bang thudc
chiém 20,99% va can thiép bﬁng tay chiém 14,81%. Ty 1€ thanh cong cua cac can thi¢p nay lan luot
dat 98,18%:; 88,24% va 83,33%. Tai bién sau phau thuat chiém ty 18 14,55% trong 55 ca phau thuat,
trong d6 c6 3 chd me bi dut chi duong khau va 4 truong hop bi nhiém trung vét md, 1 truong hop bi
chét, chiém ty 1¢ 1an luot 13 5,45%; 7,27% va 1,82%.
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SUMMARY

The result of monitoring dystocia in dogs at 3 pet clinics in Thai Nguyen city showed that
dystocia occured in many dog breeds, of which Poodle dogs accounted for the highest rate
(50.62%). Most dystocia occurred in dogs under 2 years of age (64.20%) and in first-time giving
births (45.68%). Clinical signs of dystocia in dogs included: amniotic fluid with green/greenish-
black colour, bad smell (59.26%); weak push (39.51%); nesting behavior, restlessness, heavy
breathing, crying, continuous push without delivering the dog baby (29.63%); giving births at
home for more than 2 hours and then stop (20.99%); prolapsed amniotic sac, or can not giving
out dog baby (18.52%). Among the 81 cases of dystocia, surgical intervention accounted for the
highest rate (67.90%), followed by pharmacine intervention (20.99%) and by hand intervention
(14.81%). The success rates of these interventions were 98.18%, 88.24%, and 83.33%,
respectively. Post surgical complications occurred in 14.55% of 55 surgical cases, including
3 dogs with suture line rupture, 4 infections at the surgical site, and 1 death, corresponding to
5.45%, 7.27%, and 1.82%, respectively.
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
