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SUMMARY

A total of 268 fecal samples were collected from dogs raised in four wards of Thai Nguyen
city, Thai Nguyen province for examining coccidial infection. As a result overall prevalence
rate was 10.07% (ranging from 6.10% to 15.00%). The infected dogs exhibited clinical signs
including anorexia, cachexia, ruffled coat, anemia and bloody diarrhea. Blood test results
showed that compared with healthy dogs, sick dogs had a reduced number of red blood cells and
hemoglobin levels and an increased number of white blood cells. The proportion of eosinophils
and neutrophils increased, while the proportion of ymphocytes and large monocytes decreased.
Drugs containing totrazuril were more effective and thorough in treating canine coccidiosis than
drugs containing sulfadimethoxine.
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
