T6ng s6 1.212 mau phéan lon & moi Itra tudi thu thap tai 3 huyén (Tam Pudng, Tan Uyén va Than
Uyén) thudc tinh Lai Chau da duoc kiém tra bang phuong phap phu néi (Fiilleborn), dé xac dinh ty
1€, cuong do nhiém céc loai giun tron va giun dau gai 0 duong tiéu hoa cua lon. Két qua kiém tra
cho thdy da phat hién dugc 4 loai giun tron va mot loai giun dau gai, 6 1a: Macracanthorhynchus
hirudinaceus, Ascaris suum, Trichocephalus suis, Strongyloides rasomi va QOesophagostomum
dentatum. Ty 1€ lon bi nhiém tinh chung véi 2 loai giun nay 1a 71,62%; bién dong tr 66,33% -
78,10%. Trong do, ty 1¢ lon bi nhiém cao nhat & huyén Tam Puong (78,10%) va thap nhat 14 ¢ huyén
Than Uyén (66, 33%) Cuong d6 nhidm chu yéu 1a & mic d6 nhe va trung binh (49,08% va 30 53%)
Ty 1e lon bi nhiém giun tron va giun dau gai duong tiéu hoa tang dan tir 2 dén 6 thang tudi. Cac yéu
t6 vé dia diém, mua vu va phuong thirc nuoi déu anh huong 16 rét dén ty 1€ lon bi nhiém giun tron va
giun dau gai duong tiéu hoa (p< 0,05).

Situation on gastrointestinal nematode and gnathostoma infection in pigs
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SUMMARY

A total of 1,212 fecal samples of pigs at all age groups collecting in 3 districts (Tam Duong,
Tan Uyen and Than Uyen districts) in Lai Chau province were tested by Flleborn method for
determining the gastrointestinal nematode and gnathostoma infection rate and intensity in
pigs. The testing results showed that there were 5 species of gastrointestinal nematode and 1
Gnathostoma species found in pigs, namely Macracanthorhynchus hirudinaceus, Ascaris suum,
Trichocephalus suis, Strongyloides rasomi and Oesophagostomum dentatum, respectively. The
overall infection rate of pigs with gastrointestinal nematode and gnathostoma species was
71.62%, vacillating from 60.89% to 79.46%. Of which, the highest rate of pigs infected with
nematode and gnathostoma was in Tam Duong district (79.46%) and the lowest rate was in
Than Uyen district (60.89%). The infection intensity mainly occurred in the mild and moderate
levels (49.08% and 30.53%, respectively). The infection rate of pigs with gastrointestinal
nematode and gnathostoma gradually increased from 2 months old to 6 months old. The factors
including location, seasons and husbandry method significantly affected to the incidence of
gastrointestinal nematode and gnathostoma in pigs with P < 0.05.
