SUMMARY

The result of surveying 1,161 cats brought to the Veterinary Clinic, Can Tho University and
Phuc Hien Veterinary Clinic, Ninh Kieu District, Can Tho city from May to October 2024 through
clinical diagnosis and using the dfu EASY TEST (FPV Ag) test kit, showed that the rate of
cats infected with FPV was 32.47% on total number of suspected cats with FPV. The cats
with FPV-induced leukopenia had typical symptoms such as: lethargy, fatigue (100%), fever
(96%), drooling (88%), diarrhea - bloody stools (80%), anorexia, vomiting and pale mucous
membranes (72%). Breed and gender factors did not affect the incidence of FPV. The result of
the supportive treatment regimen for 15 FPV-positive individuals showed that 33.33% cured,
20% remissed and 46.67% were not cured.
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
