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SUMMARY

A survey on respiratory disease caused by feline herpesvirus-1 at Bao Minh Chau veterinary
hospital, Can Tho city was conducted through a cross-sectional study on 568 cats that was brought
to hospital for examination and treatment. The studied result recorded that there were 162 cats
suspected with FHV-1 and 31 cats positive with FHV-1 by the DFU EASY TEST® FHV rapid test,
accounting for 5.46% of the total number of the surveyed cats. Of which, the infection rate of cats
under 6 months old was the highest (26.51%) and this rate of cats over 1 year old was lowest
(6.45%). The non-vaccinated cats against the disease were infected with the highest rate (42.86%).
The FHV-1 infection rate of cats by breed and gender was not different. The low red blood cell index,
hemoglobin and hematocrit in the disease cats accounted for 30%, 30% and 20%, respectively.
High and low white blood cell counts accounted for an equal proportion of 30%. Low platelet count
appeared in most cases infected with FHV-1 (80%). The biochemical indicators, such as: AST,
ALT, BUN, and creatinine increased, accounting for 40%, 40%, 30%, and 20%, respectively.
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
