Nghién ctru nay dugc thuc hién nham diéu tra tinh hinh méc bénh giam bach ciu & méo (FPL) do
nhiém virus protoparvovirus (feline panleukopenia virus — FPV) tai phong kham Hiép Binh Phuéc,
Thi Dirc, Thanh phé Ho Chi Minh. Két qua nghién ciru trén 296 con méo cho thdy ¢ 36 ca mic
bénh; chiém ty 1€ 16,89% voi céc triéu chung 1am sang ctua bénh giam bach ciu & méo. Co su sai
khéc vé ty I¢ méc bénh & cac d6 tudi khac nhau, theo dd6 méo 1 - 6 thang tudi cd ty 1€ méc bénh giam
bach cau (83,87%) cao hon méo > 6 thang tudi (52,63%) (p<0,05). Méo gidng ngoai mic bénh giam
bach cau véi ty 1¢ 84%; cao hon meo ndi dia (60,00%). Tinh biét khong anh huong dén ty 1€ méc
bénh giam bach cau, trong d6 meo duc va meo cai co ty 1€ méc bénh lan luot 13 65,38% va 79,17% .
Meo nuoi tha rong co ty 1€ méc bénh (88,46%) cao hon meo nuoi nhét (54,17%). Tan suét xuét hién
cac biéu hién 1am sang chu yéu nhu ti€u chay (88,89%), ndn mura (77,78%), bd an, sbt cao (50,0-
91,7%). Két qua xét nghiém mau cho thay chi s bach cau trung binh & méo méc bénh giam, thap
nhat con 1,68 + 0,19 x 103/ul. Két qua xét nghiém mién dich huynh quang & céc ca nghi nhiém cho

thiy ham luong FPV- Ag dao dong tir 28,56 — 49,57ug/ml (<20 pg/ml).

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SUMMARY

This study aimed toinvestigate the incidence of feline panleukopenia (FPL) caused by protoparvovirus
infection (feline panleukopenia virus - FPV) at Hiep Binh Phuoc clinic, Thu Duc, Ho Chi Minh City. The
study was conducted on 296 cats, the results showed that there were 36 (16.89%) cases positive
with the clinical symptoms of feline panleukopenia. There was a difference in the incidence of the
disease at different ages, accordingly, cats 1 - 6 months old were infected with FPV with higher rate
(83.87%) compared to the cats > 6 months old (52.63%) (p<0.05). The exotic cats were infected with
FPV with 84%, while the infection rate of the indigenous cats was 60.00%. Gender did not affect the
incidence of feline panleukopenia, the infection rate of female and male cats was 65.38% and 79.17%,
respectively. The free-range cats were infected with 88.46%, while the infection rate of the captive
raising cats was 54.17%. The frequency of main clinical manifestations were diarrhea (88.89%),
vomiting (77.78%), anorexia, and high fever (50.0-91.7%). The blood test results showed that the
average white blood cell count in the infection cats decreased, with the lowest level being 1.68 + 0.19
x 10%/ul. Immunofluorescence assay results in the suspected cases showed that FPV-Ag levels ranged
from 28.56 - 49.57ug/ml (<20 pg/ml).
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
