Céc yéu t6 co lién quan mat thiét dén
ty 16 méo méc bénh la gidng meo, gidi tinh, Itra tudi, phuong thirc nudi va sb lugng méo/hd nudi (p<0,05).
Mot s6 chi tiéu huyét hoc trén méo méc bénh thé hién 16 rét nhu giam sé lwong bach cau, sé lugng bach cau
trung tinh va s6 luong tiéu cau. Céc triéu chimg thuong xuét hién trén méo méc bénh bao gdm: 6i mtra, tiéu
chay khong c6 mau; dan hoi da kém, chan an. Két qua can thiép diéu tri cho thiy c6 76,23% méo khoi bénh.

Prevalence and hematological parameters of leukopenia in cats caused by
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SUMMARY

Feline panleukopenia caused by the feline panleukopenia virus (FPV), affects all species of the
Felidae. This disease spreads rapidly, causes reduction of the white blood cell count, immune in cats and
high mortality rate. A study was conducted from February to August 2024 at three veterinary clinics in Thu
Duc city, Ho Chi Minh City showed that there were 122 out of 263 suspected infection cats positive with
FPV, accounted for 46.39%. Factors closely associated with the infection rate including breed, gender,
age, rearing method, and the number of cats per household (p<0.05). Some hematological parameters
in the infection cats were presented clearly, such as: reduction of white blood cells, neutrophils, and
platelets. Common symptoms in the infection cats included vomiting, non-bloody diarrhea, poor skin
elasticity, and loss of appetite. Treatment interventions resulted in a recovery rate of 76.23%. At present
there is no approved vaccine for this disease in Viet Nam, there for the infection rate of cat is still high.
The pet owners need to apply biosecurity measures in raising cats to prevent this disease.
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
