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SUMMARY

The study were conducted to determine the clinical manifestations and some blood-
physiological characteristics of dogs infected with Canine distemper virus - CDV in comparison
with healthy dogs in Veterinary hospital 1992 Thanh Hoa. The studied results showed that the
typical clinic symptoms of the disease dogs included moodiness, tiredness, boogers (100%);
vomiting (95.00%); cough (75.00%); coffee color diarrhea, nodules (70.00%); plantar callus
(60.00%). The Carré infection dogs had a number of erythrocytes and hematocrit (5.28x108/
pL and 33.84%) lower than that of the healthy dogs (6.51x10%pL and 39.43%). The average
hemoglobin content and concentration in the Carré infection dogs was lower than that of the
healthy dogs (p<0.05).The number of leukocytes in the Carré infection dogs (7,86x10%/pL) was
lower than that of the healthy dogs (9,16x10%pL), however, the percentage of neutrophils in the
Carré infection dog was 63.02% higher than that of the healthy dogs (57.78%) (p<0.05).
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
