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Situation of roundworm infection in the digestive tract of goats raised
in household farms in Chu Puh district, Gia Lai province
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SUMMARY

This study was carried out to identify the infection of nematodes in digestive tract of goats
raised in household farms in Chu Puh district, Gia Lai province. A total of 370 goat fecal
samples were collected and tested by the flotating method. The testing results showed that
there were 240/370 samples positive with nematodes, accounting for 64.86%. Among the 4
communes, the infection rate of samples in la Le commune was highest (71.08%) and the
lowest prevalence was in Chu Don commune (55.91%) (P>0.05). The infection rate of goats
raised under the semi-free range method was 72.9%, higher than that of the goats raised
in confined condition (59.1%) (P<0.05). The infection rate of goats in the rainy season was
77.96%, higher than in the dry season (39.2%) (P<0.05). The infection rate of goats increased
by age groups: the infection rate of goats at < 1 year old, 1-2 years old and > 2 years old
was 37.76%, 53.53%, and 78.43%, respectively. The deworming testin goats by using two
drugs: albendazole (oral rout) at a dose of 5 mg/kg body weight and fenbendazole (oral rout)
at a dose of 5 mg/kg body weight have given 100% efficacy. Both drugs were safe and no side
effects for goats during the experiment.
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
